The Coade stone figure of the druid,
one of the best preserved in the
country, required considerable repairs.

The figure was reinstated in the
garden of Erddig for visitors to enjoy.

Many broken pieces were taken from
store and reunited using stainless steel
and hydraulic lime mortars. As
replacements of missing elements,
new arms, drapery, and one hand
were modelled in clay and cast in
replica coade following archival
research.
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
